                   Good morning, boys and girls.   We are glad to see you on our TV sets.

P1. How do you do ? Glad to see you, too Let’s get acquainted. We are from Tatarstan. Our 
       flag is red, green and white. My name is Olga. We live in a small town of Bolgar. It 
       stands on the place where 2 great Russian rivers the Volga and the Kama meet. 
       (на экране появляется из видеофильма место слияния рек)
P2. Nice to meet you. And I’m John. We are from Great Britain, from London. We go to school 

      No. 6. We have got a school badge (показывает самодельный значок своей школы).
P3. My name is Denis. My hobby is history. I say, Bolgar is a historical place. There is a 

      famous Bolgar State Museum in it. It is a museum in the open air. Buildings and 

      monuments of the 13-14-th centuries are there. We’d like to tell about some of them. The
      Cathedral Mosque (на экране). The construction began in 1236 and was over by the end 

      of the 13-th century. The building was 32 by 34  metres. There were 20 columns inside 

      and the 25 metre Minaret stood close to it. The Minaret fell in 1841. It was rebuilt in 2001. 

      You can often see Mussulmen who come to pray here.
P4. Pleased to meet you Denis. My name is Mary. My hobby is history too. London is a very 

      old city. It is about  2 000 years old. It began with the Tower (на экране). You see one of 

      the oldest buildings of  London. It is more than 900 years old. It was William the 

      Conquerer who began building the Tower. The Tower of  London is an old castle, with 

      high walls, high towers, small windows and large gardens. Once it was a royal residence,

      a strong fortress and state prison. Many important people were imprisoned and beheaded 

      there. Now the Tower is a museum. The Imperial State Crown houses in the Tower. The

      Queen Elizabeth the second wears it on state occasions.
P5 . We’ve heard about the Tower ravens. Would you please tell us about them ?

P4. Oh, certainly, with pleasure. They live in the Tower nowadays. The Raven Master (на 

       экране)  feeds them. And the English legend says that without the ravens the Tower 

      would fall. 

P5. How  interesting. Thanks a lot, Mary. Let me introduce myself. I’m Lilya. I’m tatar. I like my 

      Bolgar very much. I’d like to tell about the Northern Mausoleum or Abbey’s cellar (на 
      экране). The building is standing for 7 centuries. It has got its name because the monks 

     used it as a cellar in the 18-th century. There are a lot of grave-stones inside.
P6. Exuse me, are there 4 Mausoleums in Bolgar – Northern, Southern, Eastern and 

      Western ?

P7. Oh, no, only 2. The second one is the Eastern Mausoleum (на экране). This is the building 

      in the type of Mussulmen’s tent vault (свод). One can  easily speak inside. In the corners 

      there are ceramic pipe-voicers to improve the acoustics. My name is Dima. My  favourite

      subject at school is English. I hope to visit  London sometime.
P8.  I’m Nancy. Glad to meet you, Dima. You’re welcome to London. I hope we’ll make 
      friends. There are a lot of sights in London, and  the Tower Bridge among them. Have a 

      look at this map.( на экране)  It’s the map of London. The city has many bridges over the 
     Thames, more than 20. But the most famous is the Tower Bridge (на экране). It  took 8 
      years (from 1886 to 1894) to build this bridge. In old days they opened the bridge for the
      ships to pass And the people could cross the Thames on a footway. It is 142 feet above 
      the water. Now they do not use this footway.
P9. Hello, my name is Oleg. I like sports. I often go to Bolgar Museum. My favourite 

      Monument is the Small Minaret. I climb it (на экране). It is a 16 – metre Minaret built in the

      Second half of the 14-th century. It stands proudly today. Inside there is a staircase with 

      40 steps leading to the upper gallery.  The Small Minaret is used as a symbol of Bolgar

      on the badges and prospects.

P3. I’d  like to add, that the Black Chamber is on the badges and prospects, too. Famed in  

      legends the Black Chamber rises high to the west of the Small Minaret. One the legends 

      says: when  aksak-Timur ruined the city of Bolgar in the 14-th century Abdulla-Khan hid 

      with his family in the Chamber. The people of Timur made a fire round the Chamber. All 

      the members of the family died. But the youngest daughter appeared at the top. Timur 

      suggested her to be his wife. The girl agreed to become his wife if the khan would give

      lives to her brothers. The brothers were out of sight and the girl jumped down and died.

      The building was black with smoke that’s why its name is Black Chamber.

P10. Great ! I dare say, that almost every city has its symbol. In Paris it’s the Eiffel Tower, in 

       New York – the Statue of Liberty and in  London it’s Big Ben (на экране). The clock 

       Tower is 320 feet. You have to go up 374 steps to be at the top. Have a look ! The clock 
        has 4 faces. The  minute hand is more than 4 metres. It travels more than half a metre 

        every minute. The Great Bell weights about 13 tons. The bell has the name of Sir 

        Benjamin  Hall, whose nickname was Big Ben.

P5.   Nice indeed! Speaking about  famous people I’d like to say, that many of them visited 

        Bolgar. Peter the Great, Kathrene the second, Russian tzars. Peter the Great enacted 
        the ukase  to protect Bolgar as an architectural monument. Many tourists come to see 
        Bolgar today.

P1. In addition I’d like to say that there are many trees in the streets and our town is green in 

      summer and white with snow in winter (на экране). Snow is everywhere – on the roofs, 

      on the pavements and on the roads. There are not many people in Bolgar and there are
      no traffic lights on the crossroads. There is a school of arts in our town (на экране).
P2. My hobby is painting. I often visit Museums of Arts and Galleries. My favorite painter is  

      John Constable.

P7.   Exuse me, we’ve come across this name this year. There is his landscape “The 

        cornfield” in the textbook “Happy English”. Will you please tell us a few words about his
        biography ?

P2. Sure. John Coustable was born in a small town of Suffolk in the South of England. His

      father was a miller. The boy liked drawing and the father inspired him in his hobby. He let
      him go to London to study arts. His landscapes won prizes in different exhibitions. 
      J. Constable has become a Member of Royal Academy of Arts.

P1.  Oh, I can’t bare to say that the biography of a great Russian painter Ivan Shishkin  is very 

      much  like J. Constable’s. He was born in a small town of Elabuga in Tatarstan in the 

      family of a merchant. His father was saling flour. The boy was fond of surrounding nature 

      and tried to draw it. It was his father who helped the boy to get education of a painter in 

      Moscow and then in St. Petersburgh. For his landscapes Shishin was awarded Large 

      Golden medal and was sent to study arts to Germany. This is one of his famous 

      Landscapes “Morning in the pine forest” (показывают репродукцию).

P9.  I  think  we’ll be able to sent you this book “И.И. Шишкин” (показывает книгу). There are 
       a lot of his paintings and a story of his lifetime.
P4.  In Russian ?

P9.  Of course.
